Reading Records will be due in every Tuesday and it expected that there will
be at least 5 home reading sessions signed by an adult each week.

We would also like to give the children the opportunity to share any topic
based home learning or individual achievement every Friday (but this will
not normally be set in a formal way).



Times Tables

All children will bring home the same times tables facts to learn for a times tables test
every Friday. This is so that every child continues to ratt@itevious times tables facts at
speed. The facts will typically be sent out on a termly grid in the following order:

Week 1: First 6 facts from a new set of tables (in order)
Week 2: Final 6 facts from the same set + first 6 from previous week (in order)
Week 3: Practise all times tables as previous two weeks but mixed up (out of order)

Week 4: First 6 facts from theextset of tables (in order)
Week 5: Final 6 facts from the same set + first 6 from previous week (in order)
Week 6: Practise all times tables as previous two weeks but mixed up (out of order)

Please noteThe first term is slightly different to the above order due to this being a recap of learning from Year 2.

If your child has already achieved their times tables reward card sticker for times tables beyond those on the
class sheet, there are suggestions for how they can use their times tables to solve divisions and trickier
multiplications.

We will also continue to assess children individually depending on where they are on their times tables
reward card. This way they still be able to achieve their stickers for learning times tables beyond the class set
sent home every week.



Spellings

Every Friday, a list of 10 words will be sent home for children to practise.

Eight of the words on this list have the same spelling pattern focus ée_.g. adding prefixes) and this same
focus will cover 2 weeks. The words on the list will also be practised in class during our Read Write Inc.
sessions.

The final 2 wordg in each list (in bold) are words taken from the Year 3 and 4 Commmon Exception Wayd list |

focus on 2 Common Exception Words each week, which will be displayed on our spelling board in class.

Sometimes there will be a separate focus like the homophone recap in week 1 (week beginning 6/9/21).
This may mean that there are no Common Exception words to learn this week.

Children will be tested on their spellings every Friday and their scores will go home on a slip of paper
(along with times tables scores) on the same day.

Literacyc Reading at home

AReading can be best supported by encouraging lots of reading at home both
Independently and shared with siblings/ yourselves.

AResearch has shown that becoming a reader has little to do with reading difficult b
and everything to do with the amount of reading a child does

AReading is hard but stories are still appeaBiware the reading, so children only hav
to do half the worklf the reading is too hard but the story is too good, just read it t
your child Listening to things being read encourages children to read well

AChildren are never too old to be read to! Reading to/with your child may allow then
access texts which they cannot access by themselves yet. These make great talki
points and help them to develop a love for reading which they may not develop
otherwise.

AThe expectation in Class 3 is that children are involved in readatddast fifteen
minutesat home five times a week (every day if possible!).

Having a wide vocabulary is an expectation of the National Curriculum for both reading and writing.
It is really important that children begin to build their vocabulary from a young age.

When reading with your child, encourage them to spot new womidsen you/they reach the end of a sentence or paragraph, ask
them about interesting words:

'/, Do you know what that means?
What do you think it might mean?
What do you think the word might mean in that sentence?

Encourage them to make a good guess by reading the sentence agahmight the word mean if it is being used in that way?
If they are not sure, you can explain or look together in a dictionary/ using a dictionary app.

Then why not see if you/ they can use the new word over the next few days?

Tell somaona In school the momeant It happeans —
don't wait until you go home as this Just slows hings down. IF you tell an adult
In school Immediatedy, they can Investigate It properly while other children ara
sl around and inings may nave been seen/Meard — and remempered — by
oiners.

Ba brave anawgh to deal with situations on your own. Can you use any of our
metacognition skils and atiitudes? For Instance, resllience and empathy may
be nesded if someone is just being "a bit imitating”, whereas risk-taking, saif-
managaement and communication are needad to report more sefous
concarmns o an adult in school yoursel.

Remember that falling out’ is part-and-parcel of growing up. While It 1s not
nice to see your child upset, it Is Important not o overmeact or have a ‘knee-
jerk’ response. The Dast thing to do Is to share the Information your chiid has
reported to you the next day with the class teacher. Class teachers are the
bast people to talk apout behaviour 1Issues. If the siiuation does not get
resolved satisfactorlly, a senlor leader can be Involved alongside the class
teacher.

Ee open fo the possibliity that your child may have done sometning too (thens
usually are two sides to every story) and that you may not have all the 1acts.
Chiidran can misunderstanad sifuations and sometimes only report things from
‘their point of view'.

Recognise the difarence batween an Isolated Incident of spitefulness and
bullylng (see balow). At Bllss, bullying Is denned as ‘deliberafely huriful
benaviour repealted over 8 peviod of time, whera it s JITICUT for those Deing
bulfied to defend themsalves' Thankfully, genuine casas of bullyling at our
school are very, wery rare. Applylng our STOP message (see below) helps
both children and adults see what bullying Is and what bullying s not.

Trust that the adults In school have the abliity — and the experience — 1o deal
appropriately with misbehaviour. School staff will always try to resolve
Incidents they becomea aware of and, I the Incldent 15 deamed sarious
enough to Include nome, a phone-call will ke made to discuss the Issue with
the parentsicarers of all Involved.

Encourage your child to report any concems they have diractly and
Immediataly to adults In school — children need to report any Issues theay
hawe 'in the moment’ and not wait until they get home. It Is much mora
difficult for school staff to deal with things “after the event'.

Empowar your child o deal with situations inde pandantly through the
developmeant of our metacognition skllls and attitudes. For Instance,
rasllence and empathy may be needed if someone is just being "a bit
imritating’, whereas risk-taking, seli-management and communication ara
neaded to report more serious concerns o an adult In schodl themselvas.
